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We practised the skill of 
constructing tables and 

included information about 
how different parties can 

influence searches. 

We have planned and written a descriptive piece from the 

point of view of one of the characters in Unspoken. We 

have tried to write about thoughts and feelings as well as 

events. We have tried to ‘show and not tell’ what the 

character is feeling.  

We tried to consider who would use 

Roman roads and decide who would 

have thought that they were a 

positive or negative change. We had 

lots ideas – it depended whether 

you were a Roman or a Celt. 

We have reviewed multiples, factors and 

common factors. We have also started to 

explore some special sets of numbers – prime 

numbers, square numbers and cube numbers. 

It has reminded us how important it is to know 

times tables. 

We had a mammoth session 

learning all about materials 

and their properties. We 

looked at definitions, we 

tested materials and we used a 

Carroll diagram to sort 

materials by their properties.
