Attendance 
DfE and Government guidance was changed at the 
beginning of this year. Just to remind parents/carers that 
if you take your children out of school without authority 
for 5 or more days (which do not have to be consecutive), 
then the following will apply: 
If you have not incurred a penalty notice relating to this 
child/children in a rolling 3 year period since 19 August 
2024, then the penalty notice will be charged at the rate of 
£160.00, per parent/carer per child, if paid within 28 days. 
This will be reduced to £80.00 if paid within 21 days of 
receipt of the notice. Failure to pay the Penalty Notice will 
result in Surrey County Council considering legal 
proceedings against you in the Magistrates Court. 
Holidays/absence will not be authorised except in highly 
exceptional circumstances. We want our children to be 
happy in school and enjoy their learning and their time 
with friends. So, please do not hesitate to discuss 
attendance or absence with me, Mrs Pirie or Mrs Hall to 
establish if there is any support we can give you.
