We’ve hit the ground running here in Y4! 

Here’s what we’ve been upto… 

 

We have started our new maths unit – Area. 

Children have been learning that area is the 

amount of space taken up by a closed 2D 

shape or surface. They counted squares to 

determine area and started to recognise how 

useful multiplication can be when calculating 

area! 

 

In English, we have begun reading Odd and 

the Frost Giants by Neil Gaiman.  Children 

used their inference skills to consider the 

definition of unfamiliar words and wrote a 

character description of our protagonist, 

Odd, using subordinating conjunctions.   

 

In computing, we are learning about audio 

production this term and this week children 

identified input devices for recording sound 

and output devices needed to listen to it. 

They recorded their voices using a computer 

and reflected on what makes a good audio 

recording.  

 

Children are learning tag rugby in PE this 

term with this week’s focus being how to 

correctly hold and pass the ball to help in 

attacking play. Attackers worked together to 

try and score a try before the defender 

tagged them.
